We are a specialist private paediatric practise with several specialist paediatricians and allied health professionals available for consultation.

Appointments

All appointments are made in good faith. Due to the nature of the practise the specialist maybe called out due to emergencies or unforeseen circumstances.
Referral

A referral is required for all appointments with our specialists and enables you to claim a Medicare rebate.

A GP referral is valid for 12 months and a specialist referral for 3 months.
For rebates for our psychologist and dietician a GP care plan is necessary. Referral under a care plan may attract a medicare rebate.
Confirmation

Three days prior to your appointment an SMS will be sent to your contact number to confirm the appointment. Please reply promptly to the SMS to confirm the appointment. If you do not confirm then the appointment maybe forfeited.

If you do not have a mobile phone than reception will call you on the contact given.

Cancelling or changing appointments

Please notify the office at least 24 hours prior to your appointment if you need to change otherwise a cancellation fee may apply.

Waiting list

The practise does have a waiting list for patients that require appointments. 
We endeavour to call you as soon as possible if there is an appointment but there is usually only 24 hour notice period.

Fees

We do our best to accurately quote fees at the booking time. Due to the complexity of the problem and length of consult there are different tiers of service and a fee range is often quoted.
Fees are payable at the time of consultation. There is onsite submission of rebate available.

Parking
